6. Description of the services

  The subject of the contract is to provide manning of the jet fuel distribution point at HQ EUFOR, Camp Butmir, 71210 Ilidza, Bosnia and Herzegovina.
7. Number and titles of lots

The contract is not divided in lots and bidders should bid for the complete scope of services indicated in the bidding dossier.
TERMS OF PARTICIPATION

8. Eligibility

Participation to this procedure is open on equal terms to all natural and legal persons of the Member States of the European Union, Turkey, Iceland, Liechtenstein, Norway, Albania, Chile, Republic of North Macedonia, Mexico, Montenegro, Bosnia and Herzegovina and neighbouring countries, in accordance with Part II Article 3 and Part IV Article 3 of the EPF Implementing Rules applicable for expenditure financed through the Facility mechanism. 
9. Grounds for exclusion

Bidders must submit a duly signed declaration, included in the Bid submission Form for a Supply Contract and Annex VII – Declaration of honour on exclusion and selection criteria. 
10. Number of bids
Bidders may submit only one bid for the complete scope of services as outlined in the bidding documentation.
11. Bid guarantee

Bidders must provide a bid guarantee of 2,000.00 EUR when submitting their bid. This guarantee will be released to unsuccessful bidders once the bidding procedure has been completed and to the successful bidder upon signature of the contract by all parties.

12. Performance guarantee

The successful bidder will be required to provide a performance guarantee of 10 % of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. If the selected bidder fails to provide such a guarantee, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the bidder which has submitted the second best admissible bid.

13. Information meeting and/or site visit

No information meeting / site visit is planned.

14. Bid validity

Bids must remain valid for a period of 90 days after the deadline for submission of bids.

15. Period of performance
The contract shall have an initial duration of one year (01 Jan 2026 – 31 Dec 2026) with a possibility to be extended on a yearly basis until 31 December 2027.
SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA
16. Selection criteria

The selection criteria are specified in the published bidding dossier and will consist of:
1. Administrative compliance

2. General Capacity

2. a. The Company court registration documents and VAT registration.

3. Economical/Financial capacity criteria: The bidder must have an average annual turnover of 450,000.00 EUR, during the past three years (2024, 2023 and 2022).

4. Professional capacity criteria: 
Proposed personnel to be employed on this contract should fulfil following requirements:

a) Forman (1 permanent staff member and 1 alternative):
- Minimum eight (8) years of working experience,

- Adequate English language skill, 

- Ability to interpret test results requirements in accordance with ASTM D 1655 standard (certificate required). 

b) Truck drivers (5 permanent staff members and 2 alternative):
- Minimum five (5) years of experience. 

c)  All personnel requirements:

1) Valid driving license (category “C”)

2) Valid ADR license (license for driving dangerous load) 

3) Minimum five (5) years of experience in operating the Jet (F35) fuel facility equipment/system (FAUDI filter, emergency switch valve, transfer pumps, specific safety elements) required by ICAO regulations (International Civil Aviation Organization) and Jet fuel vehicles. 

4) All personnel shall be trained and possess certificate for jet fuel handling,  in accordance to International Aviation Standards issued by certified civilian authorities, airports or military personnel (pending on the training facility). Training details/area of coverage shall be provided.  

5) All personnel shall be trained and possess certificate for airport firefighting skills, issued by authorized institution.

6) All personnel shall be trained and possess certificate for first aid skills, issued by authorized institution.

7) CV’s for all personnel.  
5. Technical capacity criteria:  

The bidder must provide evidence that he has been the main contractor for at least two (2) successfully completed projects/contracts similar to the requirements of the subject Terms and References (Annex II) during the past 3 years (2024, 2023 and 2022).

6. Technical Compliance criteria: 

The bidder’s technical proposed offer is fully compliant in all aspects with the requirements and desired outputs outlined in the terms of reference (Annex II, Part B of this bidding dossier). 
17. Award criteria

Lowest Price, while being fully administratively and technical compliant.
